


•   By 1902 Guglielmo Marconi had demonstrated practical   
    communications across the Atlantic via Radio

•   1912  US Congress passes “Radio Act”; US Amateurs  
     restricted to bands less than 200 Meters, 1 Kilowatt power; 
     license required to operate.

• 1914  The ARRL is organized by Hiram P. Maxim by setting 
up ‘Relay’ stations to send messages across the U.S.    



ARRL Organization:

• 15 Divisions each represented by a Director & 
Vice Director --  Responsible for Policy

• 71 Sections:  Implement and manage ARRL 
programs and services

• HQ Staff :  85 paid employees
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• Division Directors & Vice 
Directors are elected by 
members of their division.  

• Three year term.  

• One third of the board stands for 
election / re-election each year.
